Jesus’ Big Prayer Request (John 17)

1 am no more in the world; and yet they themselves are in the world, and I come to Thee. Holy Father,
keep them in Thy name, the name which Thou has given Me, that they may be one, even as We are
(vs.11)...That they may all be one (v.21)... And the glory which Thou hast given Me I have given to them;
that they may be one, just as We are one (v.22)... I in them, and Thou in Me, that they may be perfected in
unity, (v.23)...

(V.11-12)
Apollos
1 planted the seed, Apollos watered it, but God made it grow. I Cor.. 3:6)

A Jew named Apollos, a native of Alexandria, came to Ephesus. He was a learned man, with a thorough
knowledge of the Scriptures. Acts 18:24

Peter (Cephas)

They saw that I had been entrusted with the task of preaching the gospel to the Gentiles, just as Peter had
been to the Jews (Gal.2:7 )

Problem: Some said “I am of Christ” (v.12)
Those who claimed allegiance to Paul, Apollos and Peter were too deep in
