Speaking in Tongues; Good for the (v.4)
But you, beloved, building yourselves up on your most holy faith, praying in the Holy Spirit, Jude 1:20

Prophecy: Good for (v.4)
In Church Do what (vs.5- 6, 12)
Paul is saving: Both are (vs.13-15)

In the same way the Spirit also helps our weakness; for we do not know how to pray as we should, but
the Spirit Himself intercedes for us with groanings too deep for words; Rom. 8:26

Too deep for words-Aleletos -inexpressible:—too deep, too deep for words

(v.26)
Rule 1: In Church Do what is (v.26)
The Holy Spirit does not Himself (v.31)
The Result of Prophesy: (v.31)
If it’s From God I Won’t (v.32)

But the fruit of the Spirit is love, self-control Gal. 5:22 -23 (NASB)

Rule 2: In Church Don’t be (v.33)

(vs.34-35) from v.33, the issue is “confusion” in the Church Service. Insight from I
