God-'elohiym (el-o-heem'); plural of gods in the ordinary sense; but specifically used (in the plural thus, 
especially with the article) of the supreme God; 
 
Hear, O Israel! The LORD is our God, (elohym) the LORD is one! Deut 6:4
