Revelation 2:8-11 

 
Smyrna: Smurna - “myrrh”  Smyrna: an Ionian city in Asia Minor   
 
Nicodemus, who had first come to Him by night, also came, bringing 
a mixture of myrrh and aloes, about a hundred pounds weight. 
- John 19:39  
 
After coming into the house they saw the Child with Mary His mother; 
and they fell to the ground and worshiped Him. Then, opening their 
treasures, they presented to Him gifts of gold, frankincense, and 
myrrh.
